Merchant Shipping (Watercraft) Order

The Department for Transport (DfT) have confirmed that a new law, the Merchant Shipping (Watercraft)
Order came into force on 315 March 2023.

This legislation now regulates the safe operation of personal watercraft (PWCs) and other powered recrea-
tional craft, and will enable watercraft users to be prosecuted for dangerous and negligent use.

The new law introduces a definition for watercraft which applies to any craft capable of moving under its
own mechanical power and is intended to act as a deterrent to those who might otherwise use watercraft
in a reckless and inappropriate manner. It aims to reduce accidents resulting in personal injury or damage
to property.

The motor does not need to be in use, it only needs to be fitted or carried. As well as personal watercraft
(PWC), power boats and RIBs, tenders, sailing dinghies and keel boats which are fitted with or carry a mo-
tor are watercrafts.

Unpowered craft such as pedalos, canoes, rowing boats, SUPs, windsurfers, kite surfers, wing surfers, sail-
ing dinghies and unpowered surf boards are not considered watercraft. This is in the context of the Mer-
chant Shipping (Watercraft) Order 2023 and its definition of a watercraft.



If you are a RYA member and you have a question regarding this new legislation you can email the RYA
Cruising team. The RYA are working on a guide that will provide information on the new rules and how
they might affect you.
