         Bar Prices – Important Notice 

Price changes effective from Monday 2nd March 2026 

Due to ongoing inflation, the impact of the November 2025 budget, and an 
average 3.4% price increase from our brewery, the Bar Subcommittee – with the 
support of the full committee – has agreed that a modest price increase is 
necessary. 

While the AGM approved a 3.6% increase, the Bar Subcommittee has worked 
hard to limit this to 3.0%, resulting in the following changes: 

 

Increase of     10p per serving for all:  

• All draught pint beers 

• Bottled beers and cans (large & small) 

• Wine by the glass (medium & large) 

• Shots and spirit singles 

 

The rest are listed as follows:  

• Spirit doubles      20p increase 

• Wine bottles      40p increase, except House Wine (Viña Sol)      30p 
increase 

• Prosecco: Large bottle      50p, Small      10p 

• Cava      60p per bottle
